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The following is a rare hymn on Goddess Saraswati by Lord Brahma and appears in 

Chapter 91 of Varaha Puranam. Actually this chapter is a continuation of previous chapter 

where the story of Goddess of Creation (Srishti) is extolled and continues to the next 

chapter titled Greatness of Vaishnavi. 

Lord Varaha mentions that the Goddess of Creation (Srishti) wad made triple by the 

great god Shiva viz. Srishti, Vaishnavi and Raudri. It is really a single goddes who is in three 

forms. Goddess Srishti is also known as vAgIshA, sarasvatI, vidyeshvarI, amitAksharA, 

jnAnanidhi and vibAvarI. All the names that are soft and all the names related to knowledge 

pertain to her.  

Lord Brahma’s Stuti extols Goddess Saraswati as the embodiment of knowledge. 
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
